▪Love does not overlook 

another person’s sin.





Sin is evidence of disobedience 
& broken fellowship with God.



How do we tell the difference between 
confrontation & gossip? Restoration & 
critical judging?

Key #1:  Biblical confrontation tells it to the 
person;  gossip tells it to somebody else.

Key #2:  Critical judging has selfish motives;  
Biblical confrontation desires loving 
restoration.
