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We are going to set off on a journey through a large
portion of the Bible today. At times it may seem like we
are skipping over a lot or rushing through sections, but I
think we will appreciate our destination in Deuteronomy
3 and understand it in a better way if we take the journey
to get there.







From the start, Moses experienced a
miraculous upbringing with a front row
seat to the power of God and His sovereign
orchestration of everything.







* Have you ever had an experience so powerful that
the whole direction of your life changes?

* Exodus 3:13 “Then Moses said to God, “If I come to the
people of Israel and say to them, ‘The God of your
fathers has sent me to you,” and they ask me, ‘What is his
name?’ what shall I say to them?”




It's not about who you are; it’s about who you're with.
“I will go with you.” It's not about what you know it’s
about who God is. “T AM who I AM.” It’s not up to you,
it’s up to God. “I will give them a sign.” It's not about
your skill or talents, it’'s about being used by God. “1
made you and I will equip you.”







* Sometimes God takes us to places that have no
escape so that our only option is to turn to Him and
trust Him.

* Exodus 14:31 “Israel saw the great power that the Lord
used against the Egyptians, so the people feared the Lord,
and they believed in the Lord and in his servant Moses.”







* Exodus 20:21 “The people stood far off, while Moses
drew near to the thick darkness where God was.”

* While others fled from God’s presence, Moses
drew near to God. He saw the awesomeness of
God and wanted more.







* Exodus 33:11 “Thus the Lord used to speak to Moses
face to face, as a man speaks to his friend.”

* What would our lives be like if we talk with God
like a friend? Do we beg to see great things from
God or are we too timid to ask to see God’s
greatness? Does meeting with God change us?







Deuteronomy 3:24 “O Lord God, you have only
begun to show your servant your greatness and
your mighty hand. For what god is there in heaven
or on earth who can do such works and mighty
acts as yours?”




 God is infinite. He has no limitations on what He
can do.

* Our view of His greatness and limitlessness
should never waiver.




Are you facing a seemingly impossible obstacle?
Moving an ocean was God just getting started; He can
help you through. Are you feeling far from God? He is
there and wants to meet with you and show you who
He is. Do you need to step out in faith and see God do
even greater things than you ever thought possible?




Ephesians 3:20-21 “Now to him who is able to do far
more abundantly than all that we ask or think,
according to the power at work within us, to him be
glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all
generations, forever and ever. Amen.”
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
